Gallbladder Ducts
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@ Left and right hepatic ducts merge to form a commeon hepatic duct.
@ Common hepatic and cystic ducts merge to form a commeon bile duct.
Pancreatic duct merges with common bile duct at the hepatopancreatic

ampulla.
@ Bile and pancreatic juices enter duodenum at the major ducdenal papilla.
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
